Approximate time commitment- 2-3 hours per week

Year round, twice a week, Monday/Wednesday or Tuesday/Thursday from 4:15pm-5:30pm 
Number of Volunteers needed-4 
Approximate time commitment- about 2 ½ hours per week.
